· Instructions, including query strings or browsing instructions, to find the answer in your selected source(s)

 1.      When was Animas Corporation founded (originally and date of name change to Animas Corporation)? What was its original name and focus of its product line?
2.      How many rounds of venture capital did the company raise? For each round, who were the investors and how much was raised?
3.      How many patents did Animas file for and receive? Provide a brief overview of their patent portfolio? How many of them were invented by Kathy Crothall (with or without others)? When will their patents expire?
4.      What companies are currently direct competitors for Animas? What are the annual revenues for each for the last fiscal year?
5.      Animas filed its initial public offering early in 2006. How much money did the company raise and what percent of the company was sold (include number of shares and price per share)?

 6.      How much did Johnson & Johnson pay for Animas? How many shares of Animas stock did Kathy Crothall own at the time of acquisition? How much was her stock worth?
