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Elsevier – author charges on physics journals to grant open access
· Anyone on ScienceDirect will be able to get access-beginning with all 8 physics journals; charging $3,000

Education and involvement of faculty

· Individual education, but need to do more systematic to entire faculty

· Write something for university newsletter

· Maybe a Q&A

· Put together new graphic illustrating cost of journals; e.g. cost of journal – 1 new car/per year

· Faculty program targeted to journal editors

· Co-publish journal with society (funding from library for digitization of backfiles)

· Draw line in sand with faculty

PLOS titles have jumped to top of risk factors

Work to do
· Encourage faculty to stop editing and submitting to evil journals

· Support alternate models for open access

· Library-sponsored conferences, workshops, lunches for editors

· Special program for new faculty

· Disseminate relevant papers to faculty if possible (e.g. Chronicle of Higher Education article on impact factor)

· In future – downloads of individual articles will be counted same way, and open access journals will have an advantage over subscribed

· Try to get authors to not sign over all copyrights to publishers – just give a non-exclusive right to publish

· Amendemnts to Extend Authors’ Rights (developed by MIT)

· Hold a workshop or session on Sunday for Engineering faculty in future

· Target senior faculty who can take risks and promote open access to other faculty
