Six ways to enhance course Syllabi

1. Try to get your contact information listed on the syllabus. 

2. Negotiate the inclusion of course objectives/meta objectives related to information literacy.  Don’t be too fussy about the exact wording as long as it gives you a foot in the door.  Remember the goal is to create a presence!

Examples:

ChEE 201 

Meta-objectives

Begin to use the library and electronic resources effectively to find high quality information. 

ENGR 201 - 10H

Course Objectives

Understand fundamental principles that support learning and lifelong learners. 

3. Require students to use specific library resources.

4. Identify teachable moments to discuss information literacy skills.

5. Ask to attach a resource guide to the syllabus.

6. Advocate for the inclusion of wording that requires sources referenced in any context to be cited and evaluated.  Additionally, suggest that students be required to document their search strategy.
