e. Treasurer report  
Lily Gossage
The Board reviewed the BASS account. Current balance as of 9/30/18 is 9835.98 with pending payment for student awards ($250 for two) and Faculty award ($1000) and award plaques. Gossage motioned to use BASS to pay for Monolith fee ($1000). This motion is tabled until Dong can report on the conference budget. Nissensen to email Tim Manicom to double check on the payment process and deadline for the Monolith fee and if ASEE can add a payment feature on Monolith. This should be included on the future MOU. Dong reported some confusion on who (host or authors) to pay for the $25. The Board will discuss this in more details in the fall 2019 meeting if the registration fee should be increased to cover this cost. 
f. Section Membership committee report
Jean-Michel Maarek
Maarek sent emails to encourage participation and involvement with PSW. Nissesson suggested a meet-up for section reps in future conference.
g. Director reports: 
Dennis Derickson – Encouraged 7 faculty from his department to present at this year PSW conference and helped with the award review.
Nicholas Langhoff – Brought 9 students from his research program (6 posters + 4 oral presentations). Three faculty from Skyline College attended this year PSW conference. A Skyline student was nominated for the undergrad award, but didn’t get selected. He suggested an idea to have a separate student award for community college student. This will be discussed later in the agenda.
Colleen Bronner – To later discuss the 2020 PSW conference at UC Davis. Bronner served on Faculty award review committee. We received 2 nominations and wanted the Board to think about how to increase the pool. Self asked if there is a rubric from ASEE National on the faculty award. Perez, who is the Faculty Award Chair, will check with ASEE National.

i. Webmaster report

All docs, pdfs, photos, and text have been uploaded into the ASEE PSW wordpress site, and linked to the associated sub-pages.  The 5% of work remaining involves double checking links and attachments (Kelli to complete by April 27, 2019), as well as confirmation of broken links (esp. past conference web pages), which need to be addressed with veteran board members who may know if there are active links available. Self reported that we didn’t provide a faculty workshop this year due to the topics and cost. He will try again next year. 
Perez suggested a break-out for TT process for RTP success, services, student evaluation, and strategies for new faculty for the next conference. Dong suggested to connect with Anna Park from Great Minds of STEM.

l. Student awards report

Reported via email.  The committee received 13 nominations from 8 universities. Selection committee were Derickson, Larralde, Maarek, and Perez. Two were awarded: Sonya Dick (Cal Poly SLO) and Peter Kuetzing (Cal Poly Pomona). Both finalists attended the Award Banquet.
m. Faculty awards report
Jessica Perez
Perez, Tester, Bronner, and Self served on the committee. The committee received two nominations. The award went to Dr. Gisele Rogola (USC). The selection/evaluation followed the National criteria. Perez suggested that the call for nominations should be sent out earlier with more reminders. She commended that the monetary award seems high.
III. New Business
a. 2019 ASEE PSW Conference report/debriefing:
Program, papers, posters, workshops                                         David Lanning, Panadda (Nim) Marayong
There were 40 papers and 39 posters with about 50% acceptance for full paper this year. There were some confusions on “work-in-progress” during the submission process. Monolith doesn’t have a good way of differentiating this. This should be clarified in the setting up process and the call for papers next time. There is some discussion on whether authors are allowed to submit both full paper and poster with same title/abstract. For future for student-led paper, to clarify on students and faculty who are involved to avoid duplicates. Board suggested that the reviewers can recommend a full paper submission that is not quite ready to be changed to a poster presentation. Something to think about for the guidelines for next year.
Maarek: For full paper review, he suggested to provide the reviewers a way to see the edits that the authors made during the revisions. The authors can submit the revisions with track-change or with an attachment/cover page summarizing the revisions. This is to be added in the future author’s kit.

We had 6 workshops and 2 sponsored workshops, 170 registrants including complimentary registration with 49 students, and 100 banquet attendees. There were some attendees from NY. The cost of the plaque for the Faculty Award was $119.23. 
Dong thanked the conference planning committee members for their work. Dong to report on the overall expense (~$30K). CSULA foundation charges 8% for the online payment system.  We received $10K sponsorship.

Langhoff thanked the conference planning committee. There was a good turnout for the ELC meeting (~40 attendees for ELC). Concurrent session on Friday and Saturday went well and got some PSW attendees to participate. Langhoff suggests continuing joint ELC + PSW conference in the future, maybe every 2 years if possible. The next one maybe at USC. There was some confusion on agenda that one of the ELC workshop was listed for ‘ELC member only’ for the introduction portion and some attendees thought the whole workshop was only for ELC members. Langhoff suggested to remove that language in future conference agenda.

Bronner has met with her Dean who is supportive of hosting the next PSW conference at UC Davis. Bronner has been talking with the communication department for conference planning and will discuss with the Director of the Internship/career Center if we want to include career fair. The tentative date is Thursday April 2- Saturday April 4, 2020. She wants to encourage participation from R1 faculty and local community colleges. Bronner suggested two registration prices for 4-yr vs community college faculty. The Board is supportive of this idea. 

Theme: Will focus on inclusion and equity, adaptive learning. Some program ideas include student vs faculty-oriented track, workshops on grant writing, UW program on accessibility, SJSU Epics. Bronner plans to invite UC Chancellor.

Tester to share the draft of the criteria for grad student award. Langhoff suggested having a separate award for community college student. The Board members discussed having 3 faculty awards: one for Community College Faculty Award, one for new faculty for 4-yr institution, and one for ‘distinguished’ faculty. The award amounts may be reduced to $750 or $500. The Faculty Award committee can then decide who among the finalists to be nominated for the National Outstanding Teaching award.  
Nissenson motioned to move the voting to Fall meeting and Perez/Self/Langhoff to develop criteria for these awards. m/s/p
